El Salvador According to Simon

Days 3-7 were filled with surveying, 

discussions, more vision casting, 

travelling to construction sites and 

material suppliers, meeting with 

local architects, government engi-

neers, local utilities companies, and 

a building contractor, putting plans 

to paper and preparing a presenta-

tion of the master Plan. 

 

Day 7 ended with an amazing    

presentation by eMi to the the 

board and a few El Salvadoran stake 

holders. 

Each team member brought 

both their expertise and their 

giftings and as a team they were 

able to survey the land, make a 

topographic map of the       

property, draw up the          

architectural and structural   

designs of the family houses and 

the multipurpose building, make 

plans for our electrical and wa-

ter supplies, draw up a master 

site plan, make a cost list, and 

SO MUCH MORE! 

 

Because the eMi team members 

had never met before this trip, 

they began their time here with 

a  day of tourism and testimo-

nies, hiking the Itzalco Volcano 

and also visiting the land.

We are in the middle of counting 

money collected from the approxi-

mately 250 baby bottles that have 

been  returned now from 3 

churches! 

 

There is still one church and some 

Bible study groups and other indi-

viduals who have yet to return 

their bottles, and so far we are 

estimating about $5,000. And so far 

have 60 El Salvadoran monthly 

sponsors for the ministry. 

 

We are excited about continuing 

the òAdopt a Baby Bottleó program 

in 2010 and making it a  bi-annual 

event, with a target of handing out 

about 300 bottles to each institu-

tion of at least 5 mega-churches, 1 

university, 2 Christian K-12 

Schools, as well as to  businesses 

and other institutions. 

 

We have made contacts with 2 

television programs as well as radio 

and thru the media we will be able 

to make the òAdopt a Baby Bottleó 

fundraiser a national event!  

 

As we travel to Ohio next week, 

we may also implement this fund-

raiser in Kent State University and 

in a few local churches in the 

Cleveland area.
